Simply
break your carton into small ‘pieces,
like you would cardboard, and add
the pieces right to your compost pile.
Looking to reuse your carton instead?
Egg cups are great for office supplies
* like thumbtacks, rubber bands, paper
clips and more, or try one of our new
favorite carton hacks in your dresser!
Detach the top from the.bottom. Roll
low-cut or no-show socks into pairs

and slip each pair into an egg cup. Use -

the top as a tray to contain thicker and
longer crew socks folded in thirds.
